                       DEMISE OF BABY IVY ALISA               

                                Baby Ivy was referred to New Life Home Trust on 
31st May from another children’s home. She had never been legally committed to either of the 
institutions nor had her date of birth been estimated. 

On admission, the child’s general condition was very poor and she was severely dehydrated. 
She had a weak cry, little tears, oral thrush and loose stools. 

She was seen by our Home’s Pediatrician and was commenced on treatment immediately. 
However the baby’s condition continued to deteriorate and on 13th April, the baby changed 
condition and refused to bottle feed, she had fever, a rash on the abdomen and on one hand. 
On the same day at 8 pm, she started having difficulty in breathing and was commenced on 
oxygen, fixing a cannula was in vain since the veins had collapsed due to dehydration. 

At 11.30 pm, oxygen levels had deteriorated, she started gasping in spite of the oxygen being 
administered. Chest compression and resuscitation were done but at 12.25 am, she passed on.
